All nominations must be made at a Barony meeting designated for that
purpose. Potential candidates must accept nomination in writing. If a poten-
tial candidate is not present at the meeting where he/she is nominated, the
seneschal shall inform them of their nomination. The candidate(s) must
accept nomination by the next meeting. Persons nominated to serve as a
couple must agree to do so. All candidates must agree in writing to the
provisions for term of office and selection of successors, and pledge to
maintain them."

I hope to see you all at Pennsic and as always thank you for making my
job so much easier.
