believed that early ballads were stories or nar-
rative poems written to fit pre-existing music. Probably similar to our prac-
tice of filk. Surviving ballads of the Renaissance often share their tunes with
dances. The broadside ballads began making an appearance in the late
1500s. Unlike earlier ballads usually passed on orally, these were printed
sheets—most often just words of the song and “sung to the tune of...” These

were usually sold in city streets and were considered inexpensive and dispos-
able.

Many of our examples of later period ballads come from two famous collec-
tions known as the Roxburghe and the Pepys collection. Another popular
source of ballad and instrumental music, “The English Dancing Master”, was
published by John Playford in 1651. While all these collections were begun
just after “our period”, it is generally believed that many of these sons and
ballads were old before they were printed. Different sources have docu-
mented references to many of the songs predating publication by as much as
