The Folger Consort, the early-music ensemble-in-residence at the Folger 
Shakespeare Library, will perform “The Road To Canterbury; Music of Me-
dieval England” at the Washington National Cathedral on January 9th and 
10th.  English music of the 13th and 14th centuries from cathedral, town, 
and country has a characteristic sweetness and cheerful liveliness not often 
found in continental music of the period. In this program of medieval, Folger 
Consort performs a song mentioned in Chaucer's Canterbury Tales, engaging 
dances, and ethereal motets from the Lady Masses celebrated in the side 
chapels of cathedrals, as well as sweet songs in Middle English and Latin.
