Drawings and concepts to work from, based on Gjermundbu helm with 

ideas for making it SCA heavy fighting legal. Master Baschamp-Paul  

Montargent allowed me to help in the build process and teach me some of 

the basics of helmet assembly. The bulk of the work was done by his hand, 

with me either lending assist or being taught techniques along the way. 

These techniques included cold raising of the 12g stainless that makes up 

the structure of the helm, welding (although all stainless welds were per-

formed by B.P.). Drilling, riveting etc were often a team effort but not all 

done together. The 3 dimensional work (crest and eyebrows) were carved 

by B.P. The flat brass work was designed and etched by me using modern 

methods and then all polished to the results shown here.
