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Many Games, One Board Part 2 
By Lady Lisbet of Spinning Winds 

The game Alquerque as described in the famous 13th century Book of Games by Alfonso X 
is between two evenly matched sides. From the same source, twelve hunters try to 
surround the aggressive hare before it removes them in Catch the Hare. Tigers and twenty 
goats roam the board in two Asian games (Bagh Chal and Bagh Guti). In North and 
Central America, Picaria (a three-in-a row game) and El Coyote (a coyote versus twelve 
chicken or sheep) use similar boards missing a few lines.

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Art Spotlight: The Sixteen Luohans 
Wu Bin, Chinese, circa 1591 

 

 

 

From the Met’s website: 

In the Chinese popular imagination, mendicant monks, conjurers, and 
mysterious hermits were often thought to be disguised “living 
luohans,” or Buddhist holy men capable of producing miracles. When 
government corruption and ineptitude imperiled social order, as it did 
in late Ming times, such superstitious messianic beliefs became more 
widespread. Here, in one of his earliest extant works, Wu Bin embraced 
an archaic figure style and followed the tradition of depicting luohans 
as fantastic eccentrics whose grotesque features belie their inner 
spiritual nature. Wu’s humorous painting may have had a serious 
message: holiness can be concealed within an outwardly incongruous 
form.
