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KEEPING SCORES (or, How to Register for Events in advance)

Creating a free SCA Event Registration account on SCORES

SCORES is the SCA Online Registration and Event System that we all use to register to attend SCA events. To
access it, whether or not you're a paid member of the SCA, you'll need to create a free account on the SCA
Membership portal. (sca.app.neoncrm.com)

Rather than send you on a Voyage of Discovery, let's keep it simple:
Creating a free SCORES account:

1) Click on this Magical Yet Inexplicably Hidden Link: https://sca.app.neoncrm.com/login

This takes you to the screen that allows you to create a (free) new account.
2) Click on the "Create New Account" link below the black "Login" button and follow the instructions.
3) When you've logged in, click on the "Events" link in the upper right of your screen.

4) Scroll down to the lower half of the page to find the event that you want to register for. Or, you can use the
search fields at the top of the page.

5) Click on the event link. NOTE: If you can't find your event, it may not yet be set up on SCORES. Contact the
event's Reservationist or the Event Steward (aka Autocrat) to find out the status. Their contact info should be on
the Calendar Page (Atlantia.sca.org/calendar/.) Selecting the Event Link will take you to the Event Page with all
the information required to Register.

6) There are options at the bottom of the page, or you can simply click on the large black Register button. Both
the Register buttons will take you to the final registration form.

If SCORES is working correctly, then when you click on the black Register button, you will be brought to the
Registsration form, which will be pre-filled for you. Select the number of “tickets” you want to register for, and
the site will calculate your cost. The site will then take you to the Pay section where you can pre-pay for site
and/or feast.

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Forester’s Report

Midwinter Gathering on the Borderlands

Hrothric and Felipa, Lord and Lady of Fenwald March, hosted a
Forester’s “Midwinter Gathering on the Borderlands” on 25
January 2025.

(Note: Fenwald March is located on the borderlands between
the Kingdoms of Aethelmearc and Atlantia.)

Organized by Finn Lachlannach Ui’'Domnaill, the objective of
the gathering was to build our expertise toward advancement
in Forester’s ranks through skills, food, and fellowship. The
entire day was spent outdoors in the snow and bracing chill;
however, participants were dressed warmly in period attire,
and were very comfortable in their natural surroundings.

The gathering began with an obvious necessity: a warm,
practical campfire. Finn and Lady Ludovica di Corda, armed
with flint, steel strikers, and ample char cloth, set to work on
their primitive fire-starting practice. Despite the snow and chill
(and a gusty, fickle breeze) both Finn and Ludovica were quick
studies: both succeeded in rapidly striking a spark, coaxing a
tinder bundle to life, and setting kindling to feed two rapidly
growing campfires.

Once the fires could accept larger slabs of split wood, the fire-
making lesson pivoted to campfire management. Both Finn
and Ludovica’s fires were consolidated into one larger fire, and
fed to a warm, roaring blaze. An hour of careful stewardship of
this campfire produced a compact bed of coals to provide
steady heat for cooking.

Eoghan of Ferns — the group’s entertainer — amused the group
with storytelling and added to the immersive experience by
playing soft melodies on his camp dulcimer. Eoghan also
exercised a privilege of his Forester rank to administer the
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After lunch, forestry skills for the day continued, focusing on
ropes, cord, and knotwork. KFistan taught the participants
three separate skills: 1) laying a back splice and eye splice in a
three-strand rope, 2) whipping the ends of a rope with waxed
thread, and 3) tying a decorative, yet functional jute fob that

can be cut and fluffed for fire-starting.

The attentive foresters learned and assimilated these skills
quickly, and KFistan provided materials to the group for

continued practice and mastery at home.

The group enjoyed an afternoon saunter in the winter sunshine
to inspect the forests and glades of Fenwald March. On the
saunter, the group spent time reinforcing a most practical
forestry skill: winter tree identification using tree bark. The
report upon return was that the borderlands remain secure,
the forests are pristine, and the streams flow clear and clean.

With the approach of evening, the group relaxed in high spirits
by the warm, cheerful fire. Aficionados enjoyed pipes and
cigars while Eoghan’s soft dulcimer tunes were borne upon the
night air. A friendly barn cat joined the group and graced
everyone with purring feline affection.

As has become the tradition of the Foresters at Fenwald March
gatherings, cordial gift-giving added to the warmth of
fellowship.

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Northern Regional Melee Practice - Super Bowl Sunday Edition

While most people were prepping 7-layer dip and double frying wings for Super Bowl Sunday, both armored and rapier
fighters gathered in the neighboring Barony of Stierbach on February 9th for a Northern Regional melee practice, held once
again at the Fredericksburg Fairgrounds. The weather was much more cooperative this year than last year’s winter practice,
so we were able to fight both indoors and outdoors.

On the armored side, we had 24 fighters, including His Royal Highness, Count Abran. After mustering and warm-ups, we
started with knights v. unbelts in single-death bouts which ran for five cycles. The unbelts had a numbers advantage, but
the knights had the experience advantage. Even though the knights outperformed the unbelts, the unbelts wanted the
opportunity to work on their strategy and adjusted appropriately for each bout.

After that, we ran a 5-minute unlimited resurrection bridge battle with three time checks at about 90 seconds, which is a
scenario we ran at the last winter practice. Like last year, this was the most intense fighting of the day with opportunities to
practice charges and breakthroughs and maintaining a line. It was great fun!

We were fortunate to have Lord Lucian de la Monte and Lord Declan mac Aodhagain, co-captains of the Atlantian armored
10-warrior (unbelted) team, at this practice. They specifically requested that we run some scenarios to practice that type of
10-person fighting and getting the unbelted fighters better acquainted with each other’s fighting styles. | conducted a 3 v. 3
drill that | had wanted to run for a long time but needed the right composition of fighters to do it. The unbelts organized
into groups of three. Two triads would fight single death. The losing team then got to stay on the field and fight again - a
new triad but they gained a +1 fighter who was a knight. This now created a 4 v. 3. If they lost again, they would get
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another knight to make it a 5 v. 3 (fighting a new unbelt team). If they won, then the other team, now the losing team,
would get a +1 knight for a new 4 v. 3 (fighting a new triad) and so on. This went through several rounds and there was lots
of opportunity for tutelage and collaboration.

We then ran a control point resurrection scenario that was a last-minute, experimental scenario | noodled with my buddy
Sir Bari of the East Kingdom. The bout was a 5-minute unlimited resurrection where the victory condition was time in
control of 2 points. We ran the scenario twice. Teams had to take over both control points that were placed askew (control
defined as being within a 6 ft-ish circle around the point), to count towards their time of control. The team with the most
time of control for BOTH control points won. This forced teams to break into 2 units, but then have people float between
the 2 control points. It made for some solid fighting and thinking about positioning on the field.

Afterwards there were pick-ups and 1-on-1 instruction. We were very honored that His Royal Highness attended our
practice, and Lord Declan came up from North Carolina. We are also very grateful for our cousins in the Barony of Stierbach
who helped secure the site. Hopefully, Ponte Alto can return the favor!

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Baronial Birthday and Bloodbath — Ponte Alto (Vienna, VA) — March 22, 9AM - 6PM

On March 22nd 2025, 9am - 6pm, please join us for a day of Arts & Sciences, rattan combat, rapier, bardic

performances and court. We celebrate the birthday of our Barony with a day of fighting, A&S and other
activities! Ponte Alto will host our annual Bloodbath tournament on the same day!

We are celebrating Rennaisance Florence, and hope you will join us! In Florence in 1296, work began on a huge
cathedral that nobody knew how to finish. The ambitious plans called for a dome larger than any which had ever
been constructed before, but without any external buttresses (think Notre Dame, Paris) to prevent it collapsing.
Some said such a thing was impossible. They began construction anyway, confident that the progress of science
would make things possible for their descendents that had never been possible for their ancestors. They were
right. In 1418, Filippo Brunelleschi built a wooden model showing his plans and, in a public competition, won the
right to finish the grand building. The “impossible” building was finished in 1436, and to this day it remains the
fifth-tallest dome in the world (larger than many modern sporting arenas).

The Italian Renaissance was an incredible period for art and for science, but it was also a time of bloody and
brutal wars. After Lorenzo de' Medici's death broke apart the stability of the Italic League, Charles VIl of France
invaded Naples, drawing Spain and the Holy Roman Empire into a battle for Italy. In 1495, the French - enraged
by the murder of negotiators - stormed the castle of Monte San Giovanni and killed everyone inside. This was
the first western fortification ever to be captured using portable field artillery bombardment, and it fell in just
eight hours. In response, Venice, Florence, Spain, the Holy Roman Empire and other allies formed the League of
Venice to expel the French from Italy. The wars that followed ushered in a new military paradigm; widespread
use of handguns (arquebus), pike and shot formations, new kinds of siege artillery, widespread literate
commanders (thanks in part to the printing press) and history's first documented syphilis outbreak.

In the Barony of Ponte Alto in our Modern Middle Ages, we will not be recreating or re-enacting the use of field
artillery nor syphilis outbreaks, but we hope everyone who attends our birthday will come away having learned
something about this fascinating and dramatic period of history.
